Strategic paper FERRARA

Premessa

I sistemi territoriali contemporanei europei si caratterizzano per
la presenza di articolazioni spaziali complesse in cuil spesso in
maniera apparentemente confusa e non piu riconoscibile @ si
alternano spazi urbano-rurali densi o rarefatti, economicamente
competitivi o deboli, socialmente coesi o conflittuali.

Venuta meno la distinzione tra citta e campagna, e le ragioni

economiche che 1la determinavano, é 1n atto un processo di
trasformazione del territorio caratterizzato, almeno in
superficie, da dispersione insediativa in cui 11 paesaggio

storicizzato va perdendo la ©propria fisionomia e identita
formatasi per effetto di processi storici di lunga durata. Se tale
percorso pud essere letto come la transizione dalla modernita alla

post-modernita, tuttavia 1’ emergere di una  ormai evidente
frammentazione territoriale a tutti i livelli (ecologico-
ambientale, insediativa, sociale, economica, etc.) si aggrava e si

radicalizza per effetto di processi economici veloci e discontinui
in grado di produrre vere e proprie fratture territoriali in virtu
della maggiore o minore integrazione dei contesti locali nei
processi globali.

I1 Workshop previsto da LAPIS si propone di riflettere su una
duplice contrapposizione concettuale presente nei paesaggi della
contemporaneita: la velocita e la lentezza delle trasformazioni
sociali e insediative di un territorio, fenomeno particolarmente
visibile nelle aree rurali o periurbane, e la alta e bassa
vigibilita del patrimonio culturale di un territorio che deriva
dai diversi processi di attribuzione di wvalore al territorio
stesso.

Il territorio di analisi e di verifica di queste ipotesi di lavoro
& la regione padana est e in particolare i contesti territoriali,
quello di Ferrara e di Vicenza, due citta di medie dimensioni (piu
o meno lo stesso numero di abitanti), distanti poco pid di 100 km
tra loro, che fanno parte del medesimo sistema insediativo padano
e che presentano interessanti analogie e differenze. Sono entrambi
due citta-territorio riconosciute dall’Unesco patrimonio mondiale
dell’Umanita, quindi per certi versi dotate di un patrimonio “ad
alta visibilita” , tuttavia collocate in aree molto diverse per
dinamiche demografiche, insediative ed economiche.

Da un lato esiste la citta del Delta (Ferrara) che gia da tempo
sta ripensando la propria marginalita economica 1in termini di
risorse da spendere in campo ambientale, turistico e rurale;
dall’altro la citta nel cuore del Nordest, letteralmente immersa
in una delle aree pil ricche e dinamiche d’Europa, oggi perd alla
ricerca di una nuova dimensione, oltre guella economica, che 1le
consenta di mettere in campo nuovi strumenti strategici per far
fronte alla nuova crisi economica mondiale.

Metodo
I temi da sviluppare all’interno del workshop, ciascuno dei quali
potra assumere una prospettiva multidisciplinare, saranno

ricompresi all’interno di due grandi aree tematiche:

e Paesaggio Territorio rurale (lento o veloce)
